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Dear C-FBISD Teachers:

The C-FBISD Council PTA created the CFBISD Council PTA Teacher Grant to help maximize the quality of education in the schools of the district by providing financial support for programs and classroom tools that assist in achieving academic excellence.

The C-FBISD Council PTA encourages teachers to submit grant requests that will fund projects to improve student achievement.  The proposals can be innovative or needs based.  Applications may be up to $1,000 for individual grants and up to $3,000 for team grants.  Team grant applicants must add a brief (50 words or less) explanation of each person’s role in the grant execution.  Grants will be awarded based on monies available.
Grant monies awarded will be provided through the usual reimbursement procedures of C-FBISD Council PTA.  Items may be ordered through district approved vendors and the school will be reimbursed, items may be purchased through any vendor by an individual and the individual will be reimbursed, or payment may be made directly to the vendor.  No sales tax will be paid.
Notification of Recipients:  Recipients will be notified in early May.  If granted, a summary report / evaluation is required to be eligible for future funding.  Evaluation form and deadline will be provided.

Eligible Projects:  All projects and classroom tools must offer an innovative or needs based approach.  Consideration will be given to the compatibility of the projects with the goals and objectives of C-FBISD.  The C-FBISD Council PTA will not fund field trips, clubs, meals or salaries.
To apply for this grant, your project may not be funded from any other source.  Any material purchased with grant funds becomes the property of the Carrollton-Farmers Branch ISD.  The recipient of the grant accepts responsibility for submitting an evaluation of the project to the C-FBISD Council PTA Grant/Scholarship Committee.  Omission of an evaluation will prevent the applicant from consideration of future funding.
